Registration… 
Registration for the 2012-2013 school year will be February 6 
for current students, siblings and alumni.  Open registration 
for new families will start February 7.  Registration forms are 
available on our website.  You can download the registration 
form and have it filled out before you come to registration 
on Feb. 7 or, if you prefer, we will have registration forms 
available that day.  Pam and I will be set up in the fellowship 
hall from 9:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m. so you can drop off your 
children before coming to see us.  The fellowship hall is 
located on the bottom level of the church.  When you come 
in the front door you will see the stairs that lead down to the 
fellowship hall.
